Information

While social media allows us to connect with users around the globe, understanding how data is released on social media platforms and adhere
to protocols (rules) to apply safety measures is vital. Once information is posted on an online platform, is it extremely difficult to retract that
information. A person’s online identify can be easily compromised if data was released. This can occur by sharing private information (such as
passwords) and opening files that contain viruses which may compromise the data stored on a digital system (phone, computer, mobile tablet).
Legalities of intellectual property and sharing information without permission are issues which still exist today too. The legalities and legal

responsibilities of data release is critical to understand the (legal) responsibilities and ramifications if data is released that has not been
consented.
